Career Change 

A People who are thinking about changing careers are often afraid of what will 

happen if they quit their job. Will they find another one? Will they like another field as well 

as the one they are in now? Will they be able to grow and advance in a new organization? 

B As these questions come to mind , they should try to figure out the answers so 

they can reach a decision. Although there is a high rate of unemployment in some countries , 

there are usually jobs for skilled workers who can use computers or other equipment. Those 

who have specialized training in these areas can genera11y find a position without too much 

effort. 

C The question of whether they' 11 like another field more than their current one is 

also acrucial one. While it' s nice to dream about having another job , the reality may be that 

they aren't suited for it.

Homeschooling 

A One of the trends in education in the United States in recent times has been 

homeschooling-teachìng children at home instead of at school. About 1. 5 million chìldren , 

or 2. 5 % of the school-age population , are presently taught at home. There are several 

reasons for this movement: lack of good schools in some neighborhoods , the desire to 

include religion in coursework , and parental disagreement with classroom practices in public 

schools. 

B As you read in Chapter 1 , poorer areas of the United States generally have poorer 

schools. Teachers may not be well trained , and equipment may not be as modern as in richer 

schools. Some parents think that teaching their children at home is better than sending them 

to an inferior school.
